Freestyle Terrain may contain jumps1 hits1 ramps, embankments1 fun boxes, jibs, rails, half 
pipes, quarter pipes, snowcross1 freestyle bump terrain and other constructed or natural 
terrain variations (generally known as " features"). Freestyle skills require maintaining control 
on the ground and in the air. Prior to using Freestyle Terrain, it is your responsibility to 
familiarize yourself wit h all Freestyle Terrain and to obey all instructions, warnings and the 
" Alpine Responsibility Code." The features vary in size and difficulty and change constantly 
due to snow conditions, weather, usage, modifications, grooming and time of day. It is your 
responsibility to inspect these features before use and also throughout the day.
